Chief Minis-
ter Naveen Patnaik
on 15 August, 2018
had launched the
Flagship Health Care
Program BSKY,
which covers around
70 lakh families in
the state.

The provisions of
the BSKY provide
annual health cover-
age of Rs 5 lakh per
family and Rs.7 lakh
per women members
of the family.

On the full-moon
day of Jyestha month,

Trinity celebrate B'Day
Lord Jagannth, Lord
Balabhadra and Devi
Subhadra were in
Puri Sri Kshetra.

The Skanda
Purana, which de-

scribes details on the
Lord Jagannth, says
that  Raja Indra-
dyumna, who in-
stalled the wooden
deities, introduced
the bathing rituals.

The deities were
poured water and
cleaned through bath-
ing rituals immedi-

ately after their birth
and the day is ob-
served as the “Snana
Jatra”

Many texts and
puranas also describe
the day as the birth
anniversary of the
sibling deities.

The huge idols of
the deities are bathed
by 108 pitchers of
water drawn from a
well situated near the
Sitala temple in the
temple premises.

Thousands of
people witness the
bathing rituals of the
Lord standing from
Snana Mandap while
standing outside the
temple.

The trinity-
Jagannath, Bala-
bhadra and Subhadra
along with the idol of
Sudarshana are taken
out from the sanctum
sanctorum in a pro-
cession to the Snana-
Bedi.

After the bath,
the deities are dressed

up in the Gajanana
(elephant) or
Ganesha Vesha and
their daily Bhogalagi
is made on the Snana
Mandap.

After the Snana
Yatra, the three dei-
ties fell sick and
therefore keep away
from public view for
15 days called
Anasara. They
suffere from fever
due to excess bathing,
it is belived.

After 15 days of
Anasara period, the
deities give darshan
to public in new look
which is called ‘Naba
Joubana darshan’.
