Sanjay Gupta is
known for blatant
plagiarism but a film
from almost a decade
ago now shows why
Gupta comes short in
that respect too. What
does it say about your
film if it makes

Ghajini look sophis-

The premise
is same. A revenge

drama like any other.

A cardboard villain.
One man army. A dis-

ability. Rohan
(Hrithik Roshan) in
Kaabil is blind.
Sanjay in Ghajini
fights his short term
memory loss. Both
exist to extract gim-
micks. But Ghajini -
which cannot even be
categorized as a good
film or filmmaking -
at least hits the right
notes for its genre.

An affecting love
story resides in its
centre. Two charac-

ters that bludgeon
you to care for them.
Kaabil gives you
nothing. All this
thanks to Gupta's ut-
ter lack of craft. The
film is built on con-
trivances and plot
points that we've seen
a hundred times be-
fore. Routine is not
the issue as much as
the absence of appli-
cation.

So many years

even surprise you
with the constructs of
a love story.
