Odisha CM Distributes Crop Loan
Interest Subvention Of Rs 441.76 Cr

Bhubaneswar(KCN):
Odisha Chief Minister
Naveen Patnaik on
Monday distributed crop
loan interest subvention
of Rs 441.76 crore,
which will benefit about
35 lakh farmers.
The Chief Minister has
distributed the second
phase of the crop loan
interest subvention for the
year 2022-23 to
cooperative banks and
2409 Primary Agricultural
Credit Cooperative
Societies (PACS) through
an electronic platform.
The state was supposed to
distribute crop loan
interest subvention of Rs
441.82 crore in the second
phase. However, the
disbursement of the
interest subvention in
Jharsuguda has been
stopped due to
enforcement of code of

conduct in view of by-
poll. The interest rebate
will be distributed at a
later stage, officials said.
About 35 lakh farmers
including 30 lakh small
and marginal farmers will
be benefited from the
move. In the first phase, a
total interest subvention of
Rs 415.17 crore had been
given.
Addressing the farmers
who were connected
through video-
conferencing, the Chief
Minister said that
agriculture is the soul of
Odisha’s economy as
well as the basis of
development.
“Our new Odisha, strong
Odisha, is being driven by
our farmers, mothers, and
youths. So, I have always
given emphasis on your
empowerment,” he said.
Stating that a separate

agriculture budget is
being presented each year
to empower the farmers,
Patnaik said interest-free
agricultural loans up to Rs
1 lakh and Kalia
education scholarship is
being provided for the
welfare of farmer
families.
He further said that
Odisha is the first state to
provide interest-free
loans to farmers and
implement welfare
schemes for the farmers
like Kalia.

As per the proposal, the
ordinance would be
promulgated to amend
the OSCBC Act, 1993 by
inserting subsection 3
under Section 9 enabling
the state government to
include 22 backward
classes in the list of
SEBCs.
At present, as many as 22
castes/communi t ies

along with their
synonyms have been
notified by the Centre as
OBCs in Odisha. But,
these castes have not
been included in the list
of SEBCs in the state,

said an official.
In view of the social and
e d u c a t i o n a l
backwardness of these
22 castes/communities
along with their
synonyms, they are
required to be included
in the list of SEBCs for
Odisha for extending all
social welfare measures
and benefits to them, he
added.
Article 15(4) of the
Constitution of India
enables the state to make

any special provisions
for the advancement of
any socially and
educationally backward
classes of citizens.
Further, Article 46 of the
Constitution provides
that the state shall
promote, with special
care, the educational and
economic interests of the
weaker sections of the
people and shall protect
them from social
injustice and all forms of
exploitation.
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State govt responsible for water crisis
in Odisha, says Union Minister Tudu
K E N D R A P A R A :
Senior BJP leader and
Union Minister of
State for Tribal Af fairs
and Jal Shakti
Bishweswar Tudu
criticised the Odisha
government for the
water crisis in the state
while addressing a
meeting on the
occasion of Akshaya
Tritiya at Pattamundai
in Kendrapara district
on Sunday.
Condemning the
government’s repeated
failure in solving the
water issue, the
minister alleged that
the BJD government’s
lack of intent
aggravated the
problem. Water is a
state subject and it is
the duty of the state
government to address
the crisis. Most of the
rivers here run dry
during summers due to
the slipshod attitude of

the state government.
We are ready to help
but the administration
has never approached
us for the same,” Tudu
alleged.
The groundwater level
in many parts of the
state is declining
because of increased
demand for fresh
water. The Central
Ground Water Board
(CGWB) periodically
monitors the
groundwater levels
throughout the country

on a regional scale
through a network of
monitoring wells, he
added.“Instead of
building barrages and
dams on the Mahanadi
river to conserve
water, the Odisha
government is
unnecessarily blaming
the Centre for the
crisis. Besides,
interlinking of rivers
will also solve the
issue but many state
governments are
opposing the same

because of which the
project is moving at a
snail’s pace,” the union
minister pointed out.
Interlinking rivers is a
way to transfer excess
water from regions
which receive high
rainfall to those which
are drought-prone. This
way both floods and
droughts can be
controlled and water
crisis issues solved. The
project will also help
generate hydropower,
Tudu further stated.

India set to roll out chip-to-startup
programme, IIT-BBS part of initiative
BHUBANESWAR:
After unveiling the Rs
76,000 crore
fabrication incentive
plan, India is all set to
roll out its ambitious
chip-to-startup (C2S)
programme to become
a global semiconductor
hub. A total of 104
institutions and
organisations across
the country including
IIT Bhubaneswar have
been selected for the
initiative that aims at
producing 85,000
skilled technocrats at
BTech, MTech and
PhD levels in the next
five years.
Speaking to The New
Indian Express on the
sidelines of the
precursor events ahead
of the G20 Education
Working Group
conference here on
Sunday, director
(technology) of India
S e m i c o n d u c t o r
Mission Nishit Gupta

said the Ministry of
Electronics and
Information (MeitY)
will soon announce the
list of institutions that
have been selected for
the programme.
Last year, MeitY
sought applications
from academia, R&D
organisations, start-ups
and MSMEs under its
C2S programme in a
bid to train high-
quality and qualified
engineers in the area of
very large-scale
integration and
embedded system
design.
Once started, the
programme would result
in the development of
175 application-specific
integrated circuits
(ASICs), working
prototypes of 20 system-
on-chips (SoC) and IP
core repositories over a
period of five years.
Gupta said the
programme will be a step

towards leapfrogging in
the electronics system
design and
manufacturing (ESDM)
space by way of
inculcating the culture of
SoC, and system-level
design at bachelor,
master and research
levels and act as a
catalyst for the growth of
start-ups involved in the
fabless design.
“The selection
committee has
recommended a list of
104 organisations
including 13 startups to
be a part of the initiative.
Final approvals are
pending at the ministry
level. Hopefully, the list
will be approved within
the next few days. All
the selected
institutions will be
provided financial
support along with
chip designing
infrastructure and
fabrication support,”
he said.

Although Union E&IT
Minister Ashwini
Vaishnaw had earlier
announced IIT
Bhubaneswar to be one
of the institutions to
run a project under the
C2S programme for
chip designing and
m a n u f a c t u r i n g ,
sources said, a few
more institutions are in
the tentative list.
Director of IIT-BBS
Shreepad Karmalkar
said the institute’s
research teams are
already working on
designing low-power
integrated circuits  (IC)
targeting IoT-based
sensing, monitoring
and wireless devices.
The first batch of ICs
has been successfully
fabricated. The C2S
programme would
give the much-needed
push and help realise
the dream of a
semiconductor hub, he
said.

O p p o s i t i o n ' s
charge that the
government is
"misusing" central
probe agencies like
the Central Bureau
of Investigation

E n f o r c e m e n t
Directorate and
said that "over 95
percent of political
cases (are) filed
only against
O p p o s i t i o n
parties", further
adding that the
cases against those
who join the BJP
are "miraculously

evaporating".
The former
Congress chief
also hit out at the
BJP for its alleged
misuse of central
i n v e s t i g a t i v e
agencies like the
Central Bureau of
Investigation and

e l e c t e d
governments cease

"All Par ties Welcome": Wr estlers, On
#MeToo Protest In Delhi, Change Tack
New Delhi: India's top
wrestlers have resumed
their protest in Delhi's
Jantar Mantar against
Wrestling Federation of
India (WFI) chief and
BJP MP Brij Bhushan
Sharan Singh, accusing
him of sexually
harassing several
athletes. The wrestlers
who called off their
protest earlier this year
after assurances that a
committee would probe
the allegations say that
they will remain at the
protest site till police file
a complaint against Brij
Bhushan.

"We will not believe
anyone blindly. Last time
we were misled. We hope
this time there is no
politics in this case," says
Vinesh Phogat, the first
Indian woman wrestler
to win gold at both the
Commonwealth and
Asian Games.
The protesters also said
that this time they will
not turn down anyone,
and whoever wants to
support their protest
could come and join
them. In January, the
protesters had request
left leader Vrinda Karat
to leave the stage as it
was an "athletes protest".
"This time, all parties are
welcome to join our
protest whether it is BJP,
Congress, AAP, or any
other party. We are not
affiliated with any party,"
Olympic medallist
Bajrang Punia said.
Seven women wrestlers
have filed a sexual
harassment complaint
against federation chief
Brij Bhushan Sharan

Singh at the Connaught
Place police station in
Central Delhi. The
protesting athletes claim
that no action has been
taken yet and they will
continue their agitation
till the police register an
FIR in the case.
The wrestlers claim that
they had ended their
protest in January over
"false assurances."
"We will sit here day and
night. Till the time we
don't get justice. We will
sit here," Ms Phogat said,
after spending the night
on the footpath.
"We have been trying to

contact them (Sports
Minister Anurag Thakur
and other relevant
authorities) for three
months. The members of
the committee are not
responding to us, sports
ministry has also not said
anything, they don't even
pick up our calls. We
have won medals for the
country and have put our
careers at stake for this,"
she added.
In January, the sports
ministry formed a five-
member committee,
which was headed by
Olympic medallist boxer
MC Mary Kom, to
investigate the
complaints. The
committee had been
instructed to submit its
findings within a month.
Wrestler Sakshee
Malikkh expressed
frustration over the
report on the issue by the
panel not being made
public yet.
"We want the report,
which has recorded
women wrestlers'

statements, to be public.
It's a sensitive issue, one
of the complainants is a
minor girl," she said,
adding that the names of
the complainants must
not be leaked.
The government panel
submitted its report in the
first week of April, but
the ministry is yet to
make its findings public.
However, sources said
the wrestlers could not
prove the sexual
harassment allegations
against the WFI boss
after several hearings.
Several wrestlers had
gone public with the

accusations against
federation chief Brij
Bhushan Sharan Singh
on January 18. The elite
wrestlers had said they
weren't satisfied after
talks with the
government and "won't
wrestle another day"
till their demands are
met.  Al leging
mismanagement in the
funct ioning of  the
federat ion,  they
demanded a complete
overhaul  of  the
federation.
Brij Bhushan Sharan
Singh has said that he
will not contest for the
president's post in the
WFI election on May 7
but  h inted that  he
might look for a new
role wi th in the
federat ion.  He has
served three four-year
terms as president in a
row and according to
the Sports Code after
completing 12 years as
WFI chief ,  he is
ineligible to contest
for the top post.

Rajeev Bindal Appointed President
Of BJP's Himachal Pradesh Unit
Shimla (Himachal
Pradesh): The Bharatiya
Janata Party (BJP) has
appointed, five-time
MLA Rajeev Bindal as
president of the
Himachal Pradesh unit of
the party.
"BJP National President
Hon'ble Shri Jagat
Prakash Nadda has
appointed Dr Rajeev
Bindal as State President
of Himachal Pradesh.
This appointment comes
into immediate effect,"
Arun Singh, National
General Secretary, BJP,
said in a letter on Sunday.
This comes after
Himachal Pradesh BJP
chief Suresh Kashyap
resigned from the post
citing personal reasons.
Rajeev Bindal, who hails
from Solan headed the
BJP state unit earlier as
well.

In other appointments,

lakh and showing
mileage of 12 km
per litre.
Collectors and SPs
can use Mahindra
Scorpio, Hyundai
Creta and Mahindra
Marazzo vehicles,
whose cost would be
within Rs 15 lakh
and the minimum
mileage of such
vehicle would be at
least 10 km per litre.
However, the State
Government has
exempted Judges of
the High Court from
the purview of the
notification.

"Quality Control
Orders (QCO) for
leather and non-
leather footwear
would be
implemented with
effect from 1 July
2023," the minister
said. He was
addressing a
gathering here of
over 100
i n d u s t r i a l i s t s
engaged in
manufacturing sports
shoes in India.

"If industry
s t a k e h o l d e r s
provided substantial
facts/data regarding
under-invoicing and
undervaluing of
imports, the
government would
take action," he
added. Goyal also

said that high-quality
production and large
capacities in the
sector are the need of
the hour. The
minister expressed
concern about the
importing of low-
quality and low-cost
raw materials and
said that the tendency
needed to be
addressed.

Goyal also stressed
that dependence on
the import of
machinery needs to
be reduced and
domestic machinery
m a n u f a c t u r e r s
should be
encouraged. He
asked India's leading
manufacturers to
assess the trends of
the countries with a
larger global share in
export.

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SCG unveils Lara-Tendulkar Gates to mark Sachin's 50th birthday
N e w D e l h i : S a c h i n
Tendulkar has been
immortalised at the
Sydney Cricket Ground
(SCG), his favourite
stomping ground away
from home, to mark his
50th birthday, which is
being celebrated around
the world. He becomes
the first non-Australian
cricketer alongside his
great mate Brian Lara to
be commemorated with a
set of gates, used to
access the field of play,
at the iconic venue. The
highest run-getter of all
time and his fellow
genius batter, who've
shared a special
friendship since they
took the cricketing
universe by storm in the
early 1990s, will now
share the Gates named in
their honour.
They are located
between the Member's
Pavilion's away dressing
room and the Noble
Bradman Messenger
Stand. And the Pakistan
men's cricket team are
likely to be the first
visitors to walk through
the Lara-Tendulkar
Gates early next year

during the annual New
Year's Test in Sydney.
The Indian team will
have to wait another year
before they get their turn
to do the same.
The Australian cricket
team have historically
entered the field using
the Don Bradman Gates
situated between the
Members and Ladies
Pavilions to the right of
their home dressing-
room. Former Australian
greats Arthur Morris and
Alan Davidson are the
other two to have gates
named after them at the
SCG.
It's learnt by Cricbuzz
that the decision to
honour Tendulkar and
Lara has been in the
works since the summer
of 2019-20, the last time
the two former captains
were in Australia
together. But with
Tendulkar's milestone
birthday approaching, it
was decided that
unveiling the Lara-
Tendulkar Gates on April
24, 2023, was the perfect
time to do so. And they
were duly unveiled on
Monday morning by

SCG and Venues New
South Wales Chairman
Rod McGeoch AO and
CEO Kerrie Mather,
along with Cricket
Australia CEO Nick
Hockley.
This will be the first time
that Tendulkar, who has
a stand named after him
at the Wankhede Stadium
in Mumbai, will have his
name etched in stone at
a famous venue overseas.
It's only apt though that
it should be at the SCG,
where Tendulkar had
some of his best
moments in Test cricket.
The batting maestro
averaged a gargantuan
157 across five Tests in
Sydney, scoring three
centuries starting with
the 148 not out in 1991.
It is during that knock
that Tendulkar went from
prodigious boy wonder
to the next superstar of
cricket or as Greg
Chappell put it
poignantly on
commentary, "we are
seeing the emergence of
one of the shining stars
of world cricket".
Tendulkar also recorded
his highest score against

Australia at the SCG, his
mammoth 241 not out in
2004, in what was Steve
Waugh's final Test.
It was also at the SCG
where Lara, who has a
stadium named after him
in his homeland of
Trinidad, came of age
with his breath-taking
277, a knock that is still
considered to be among
the best ever by a visiting
batter in Australia. Lara's
epic ironically came
exactly a year after
Tendulkar's arrival as a
phenomenon on these

shores. Between them,
the two greatest batters
of their generation tallied
1169 Test runs at a
combined average of
97.41 at the SCG. And
the Lara-Tendulkar
Gates has a plaque that
mentions the duo's
sensational records at the
historic venue.
"The Sydney Cricket
Ground has been my
favourite ground away
from India. I have had
some great memories at
the SCG right from my
first tour of Australia in

1991-92. It is a great
honour to have the gates
used by all visiting
cricketers to access the
field of play at the SCG
named after me and my
good friend Brian,"
Tendulkar said.
"I would like to thank the
team at the SCG and
Cricket Australia and for
this kind gesture. I look
forward to visiting the
SCG soon," he added.
"I am deeply honoured to
be recognised at the
Sydney Cricket Ground,
as I'm sure Sachin is. The

ground holds many
special memories for me,
and my family and I
always enjoy visiting
whenever I am in
Australia," said Lara,
who named his first-born
Sydney following his
unforgettable double-
century here.
According to CEO
Mather, "Sachin
Tendulkar's record at the
SCG is simply
remarkable, while Brian
Lara's maiden Test
century remains one of
the most celebrated
innings by a visiting
player." CA CEO
Hockley, meanwhile,
also acknowledged the
significance for visiting
teams walking through
the Lara-Tendulkar
Gates to enter "the
hallowed turf at the
SCG".
"Their feats will no
doubt be an inspiration
to not only visiting
international teams, but
all players fortunate
enough to walk onto the
hallowed turf of the
Sydney Cricket
Ground," he said.
In addition to all the runs

he scored at his
"favourite cricket
ground outside of my
homeland", Tendulkar
and the SCG shared a
special bond over the
two decades that he
visited the ground as a
Test cricketer. And the
chants of "Sachin,
Sachin" reverberated
around the SCG just as
loudly as they did in
stadiums around India
every time he walked
out to bat in Sydney.
"There's certain grounds
where you go out and
feel that you can do
well, and the SCG is one
of those grounds where
I feel comfortable,"
Tendulkar had said
before his final Test at
the venue in 2012.
And now for
generations to come,
visiting batters from
around the world will
potentially feel like they
can "do well" too here,
especially since they'll
get to walk out to bat
through the Gates
named after two men
who felt most
comfortable in the
middle of the SCG.

Rahane, Dube fifties down KKR as CSK go to the top
Kolkata: Chennai Super
Kings posted the highest
IPL score at the Eden
Gardens to clinically
defeat the Kolkata
Knight Riders in the
second match of Sunday's
double-header. After
posting a massive 235-
4 on the board, courtesy
explosive half-centuries
from Ajinkya Rahane,
Shivam Dube and
Devon Conway, and an
adequate bowling
performance that was
certainly covered up by
the show-stopping
batting performance.
Let's talk about that
first...
The score might have
read 59-0 after the field
restrictions were lifted
at the end of the sixth
over, but Lady Luck had
showed early signs of
supporting the Super
Kings, with several
edged boundaries and
even a top-edged six in
the first six overs, that
gave the visitors the
momentum to lay the
platform and get off to
a flier. The new ball was

swinging, and it showed
that KKR were
frustrated, as full-
tosses, even high ones
were creamed away by
the Super Kings to add
further to the woes of
the Knight Riders. After
the powerplay, there
was no luck. It was pure
s t r o k e - m a k i n g ,
particularly from
Gaikwad, who creamed
Sunil Narine, the
trusted miser of the
team. However, the
wicket of Gaikwad
brought a lull, where
Rahane and Conway
ticked the score over,
managing only 36 runs
in 27 balls before
Conway fell for a 40-
ball 56. It was the lull
before a rampage...
It all began with two
massive sixes from
Dube, at the end of the
over in which
Chakravarthy got rid of
Conway. It was then
that Rahane went on a
rampage, destroying
everyone in his way.
Umesh Yadav was the
first victim, hammered

for 22 runs in an over
that read 6,6,4,1,4,1.
Granted, the last four
was hit by his partner,
but both Rahane and
Dube had hit Turbo
mode. They hammered
the KKR bowlers, and
spared only Suyash
Sharma to an extent. 85
runs came off 32 balls,
with Rahane getting to
his fifty off 24 balls,
and Dube, 20 balls.
When Khejroliya
finally got rid of Dube,
it looked like the show
was over. However, it
was a case of temporary
relief for the Knight
Riders -- Ravindra
Jadeja joined Rahane to
launch another brutal
assault on KKR at the
death, with the pair
hammering 38 off 13
deliveries. Rahane's
ramp shot over third
man to a full delivery
was a testament to his
confidence, as he ended
with an unprecedented
29-ball 71*. The
massacre shot the CSK
score past 200 and
approached a record

total during the Jadeja-
Rahane stand (Their
highest total in IPL is
246-5). They fell short
of the record, but they
did end up posting the
highest total at Eden
Gardens -- 235-4 in 20
overs.
They had their trustee
No-11-turned-opener
Sunil Narine to open the
innings once again in a

desperate search for a
flier. The result was a
three-ball duck as
Akash Singh knocked
back Narine's off-
stump, before
Deshpande got rid of
Jagadeesan to have
KKR reeling at 1-2.
Venkatesh Iyer and
Nitish Rana trundled
along, kept the
scoreboard ticking, but

were nowhere near
matching the required
rate. Iyer was trapped in
front by Moeen, and
soon after Rana
departed with the score
at 70-4, and the run-
rate just under nine --
the ideal rate being just
short of 12 runs per
over. Things were
looking hopeless for
KKR and they were

staring at
disappointment in front
of their homecrowd...
Jason Roy was batting
out of position. But it
didn't matter. He saw
an off-spinner, and he
clubbed three
consecutive sixes off
him -- never mind that
Moeen Al i  was his
England teammate.
However, a stand of 65
off 37 was st i l l  not
enough to keep up with
the skyrocketing
required rate, and Roy
eventually succumbed
to the pressure, with
KKR's run-rate sti l l
under 10. Even the
recent heroics of Rinku
Singh looked pale in
the face of the
Brobdingnagian target,
but he had been quietly
striking boundaries at
the other end during the
course of Jason Roy's
Carnage.
With the humdingers
that the IPL has served
up lately, it made sense
that the universe was
bound to script another

dramatic finish. And
surely, Russel l  and
Rinku were the pair to
pull it off. It was not to
be, though, as Russell
and Wiese departed in
quick succession. With
the required rate hitting
30 at this point, it was
too tall an order for
even Rinku Singh,
designated miracle
worker of the team.
Eventually, KKR fell
comfortably short of
their target by 50 runs,
and CSK ended the
weekend by reaching
the summit of the

United’s treble success
was its crowning glory
under former manager
Alex Ferguson, with the
Champions League
secured in dramatic
fashion when
substitutes Teddy
Sheringham and Ole
Gunnar Solskjaer
scored in second-half
stoppage time to beat
Bayern Munich 2-1.
While City has gone on
to become the dominant
force in English soccer
since being taken over
by Abu Dhabi’s ruling
family in 2008, the club
has still never won the
Champions League.

That could all change
this season with Pep
Guardiola’s side
advancing to the
semifinals for the third
year in a row and
looking in ominous
form on the back of a
16-game unbeaten run.
City plays defending
champions Real Madrid
in the last four, so still
has much to do to lift
the one trophy it is yet
to win.
A treble could be
considered by some as
final confirmation that
the club has left United
in its wake. “I
understand, of course,
the feelings from the
Man United fans about

it,” Ten Hag said. “We
can do it, because we
proved it. It’s not an
easy job though, it’s a
great team, but we also
have a great team and
great players and we
can beat them.”
Ten Hag has already led
United to its first trophy
in six years this season
and is on course to
secure Champions
League qualification.
While there have also
been lows, such as a 6-
3 loss against City and
the 7-0 rout by
Liverpool, there is hope
among fans that the club
is on the way back up
after 10 years since its
last league title.

Ar chery World Cup: Indian Men's
Recurve Team Bag Silver
NewDelhi:The Indian
men's recurve team
signed off with a silver
medal after going down
to China by the thinnest
of margins in a shoot-off
at the Archery World
Cup Stage 1, on Sunday.
In pursuit of their first
World Cup gold medal
since 2010, the men's
recurve team,
comprising Tarundeep
Rai, Atanu Das and
Dhiraj Bommadevara,
bounced back from
being 0-4 down to level
and force a shoot-off.
But the trio went down
4-5 (54-55, 50-56, 59-
58, 56-55, 28-28*) with
the Chinese team of Li
Zhongyuan, Qi

Xiangshuo and Wei
Shahoxu hitting an X
(closer to the centre) in
the shoot-off in a
dramatic finish.
India now have two
golds, one silver from
Stage 1 of the meet,
while Dhiraj is also in
the medal hunt in
recurve individual
category.

In hindsight, the team
would rue its pathetic
second set where it
totalled just 50 out of a
possible 60, after hitting
the red rings thrice (one
7 and two 8s) as China
won by six points to take
a 4-0 lead.India had a slow
start and China took the
first set by a slender one-
point margin.
